General Description:

LINES is seeking dynamic and experienced individuals to join our Community Programs team. We're
hiring for both part-time Teaching Artists and Assistant Teaching Artists in our in-school residency
program (grades PreK - 8th grade), guided by our HeART with LINES curriculum. This unique and
innovative program offers local schools and partner organizations in the city the opportunity to
incorporate concept-based dance learning into their classrooms and curricula. LINES Community
Programs teaching artists and assistant teaching artists provide arts-based education in the classroom,
integrating dance with academic subjects while introducing core movement concepts. Teaching artists
are an integral part of all residencies’ curriculum planning, documentation, and meet with classroom
teachers throughout each residency.

Details:

Location: Residencies are in San Francisco and Berkeley at different, in-school and after-school settings.
Status: Part-time, Non-exempt (3-10 hours weekly)

Reports To: Director, Community Programs

Pay: Assistant teaching artists: DOE $25-35/instructional hour and receive paid training and mentorship
while working with lead artists. Lead teaching artists: DOE $45 — $50/instructional hour based on
teaching experience and program requirements.

Note: Teaching artists and assistant teaching artists are paid for all meetings, planning time and
professional development. Training begins immediately!
